Hybrid cat species

Å There are many different hybrids, such as the Bengal which is a Leopard 
Cat / Domestic Hybrid, the savannah  Serval/ Domestic Hybrid, or the 
Bobtail  Bobcat/Domestic Hybrid, Safaris Geoffroy'scat/domestic cat 
hybrid, to the Jag Jaguar/Domestic Hybrid to name a few.  



Hybrid cats eat differently  in each generation. From the F1 meaning the 
first generation they are still wild in terms of food and eat raw meat and 
F4 which is able to eat domestic cat food. The in-betweens  include 
different diets such as more pure meat only diet due to there wild 
digestive past.

AGILITY ADAPTATIONS

Most hybrid cats have the standard cat mobility. Though often they are 
more agile , with stronger hind muscles and the abilities of there 
ancestors. 

One interesting fact is that a few hybrids have learned to open doors.

Unlike most domestic cats hybrids are known to like water and are expert 
swimmers. Some are reported to jump into a tub with their owners.

They have a more extensive vocabulary because of their ancestry and in 
the wild the need for communicational effectiveness.



A HOME A HABITAT

Though they are designed to be raised as domestic household pets, there

run to the wild usually getting into trouble, or getting put down.



CONFLICT

Generally hybrid cats are more able to apprehend predators to normal domestic cats such as Owls or 
Fishers.  In certain circumstances,  they have been predators to other domestic animals, but only with F1 
generations. They are just isolated incidents. 
One interesting fact is that if any domestic cat lived in the wild they would act just as wild cats, even 
after 4000 years of domestication regular cats still have some of their wild background.
Also because their hybrids poachers have taken advantage of their lack of rights. 



HISTORY

Though the dates of the natural hybridizations are unknown they are 
thought to have occurred in the past 300 years. In the early 20th century  
Zoos bred exotic-looking hybrid big cats to attract the public, an offset of 
that was to bred hybrid small cats.

One reference suggests the first human created hybrid was Japan, 1941 

Since then a few new hybrids have been created and more are in 
progress. 

There has been much controversy, on banning exotic hybrids due to some 
isolated incidents.  If they are banned they are often killed or spend the 
rest of their lives in a small cage.  Which   would be an extensive exploit 
as in Nebraska where soon they are trying to ban hybrids has alone over 
6000 registered cats and countless more unregistered.
