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Crime Scene Processing Challenge  

We’ve been learning that the task of documenting a 
crime scene is laborious, detailed and important

court of law).  This exercise will give you a chance 
to practice the skills of photographing, sketching 
and presenting your MOCK crime scene while 
encouraging creativity and imagination. 
 

Directions: Set up your MOCK crime scene.  This can 
be as simple as a spilled glass of milk or something 
more elaborate if you have the time, energy and 
inclination.  Once the scene is set: 

 draw a sketch of the crime scene which should include: 

o four pieces of tagged evidence 

 photograph the scene which should include: 

o overall shots of the scene 

o mid-range shots showing relative positions of pieces of 
evidence and close-up shots of 4 pieces of tagged evidence 

 put it altogether in a PowerPoint presentation.
